Abib (Nisan)  First Month
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First Fruits

Lev 23:10  When you enter the land … reap its 
harvest … THEN you shall bring in the sheaf of 
the First Fruits of your harvest to the priest.  

He shall wave the sheaf before the LORD for you 
to be accepted … the day after the sabbath …

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Pentecost 
“Shavuot: Weeks” 

“Pentekosté (heméra): 50 Days”
Lev. 23:15-17 You shall also count for yourselves from the 
day after the sabbath … day when you brought in the sheaf 
of the wave offering (First Fruits) ... You shall count FIFTY 
DAYS ... You shall bring in from your dwelling places two 
loaves of bread for a wave offering … baked with leaven as 
First Fruits to the LORD. 

Matt. 13:33 ¶ He spoke another parable to them,  
“The kingdom of heaven is like leaven, which a 
woman took and hid in three pecks of flour (60 lbs) 
until it was all leavened.”

 Passover — Unleavened Bread 

Danger: Sin Can Infiltrate The Nation 
Gentiles Excluded From Passover

 Pentecost —2 Leavened Loaves 
 Blessing: Gospel Can Infiltrate The World
