to	be	placed	into	and	identiYied	with	the	body	of	Jesus	Christ

1Cor.	12:12	For	even	as	the	human	body	is	one	and	has	many	members,	and	
all	the	members	of	the	body,	though	they	are	many,	are	one	body,	so	also	is	
Christ.	12:13	For	by	one	Spirit	we	were	all	baptized	into	one	body,	whether	
Jews	or	Greeks,	whether	slaves	or	free,	and	we	were	all	made	to	drink	of	one	
Spirit.

Gal.	3:27	For	all	of	you	who	were	baptized	into	
Christ	have	clothed	yourselves	with	Christ.

“IN	Christ”	Used	87	times	only	in	the	NT.	Paul:	84	Peter:	3

1Th.	4:16	For	the	Lord	Himself	will	descend	from	heaven	
with	a	shout,	with	the	voice	of	[the]	archangel	and	with	the	
trumpet	of	God,	and	the	dead	in	Christ	will	rise	Qirst.

1Th.	4:14	For	if	we	believe	that	Jesus	died	and	rose	again,	even	so	God	will	
bring	with	Him	those	who	have	fallen	asleep	in	Jesus.

Col.	1:27	…	God	willed	to	make	known	what	is	the	riches	of	the	glory	of	
this	mystery	among	the	Gentiles,	which	is	Christ	in	you,	the	hope	of	glory.		
1:28	We	proclaim	Him,	admonishing	…	and	teaching	…,	so	that	we	may	
present	every	man	complete	in	Christ	(the	GOAL	of	glory!)

1Cor.	3:16	Do	you	not	know	that	you	are	a	
Temple	of	God	and	the	Spirit	of	God	dwells	in	
you	(“you	all”	are	each	part	of	His	house)?	

Rom.	8:11	if	the	Spirit	of	Him	who	raised	Jesus	from	the	dead	
dwells	in	you,	He	who	raised	Christ	Jesus	from	the	dead	will	also	
give	life	to	your	mortal	bodies	through	His	Spirit	who	dwells	in	you

Sealing
…	a	pledge,	a	down	payment,	a	mark	of	ownership

2Cor.	1:21	Now	He	who	establishes	us	with	you	in	Christ	and	anointed	us	is	
God,		1:22	who	also	sealed	us	and	gave	the	Spirit	in	our	hearts	as	a	pledge.	

God	the	Father	establishes,	anoints,	seals—ALL	Permanent

Eph.	4:30	Do	not	grieve	the	Holy	Spirit	of	God,	by	
whom	you	were	sealed	for	the	day	of	redemption	

(a	future	guarantee	of	eternal	life)

…	rebirth,	born	again,	justi\ication	The	Abraham	Model	(Gen	15:6)

γεννάω

John	3:3	Jesus	…	to	Nicodemus	“Truly,	truly,	I	say	to	you,	unless	one	is	born	
again	(#2	birth)	he	cannot	see	the	kingdom	of	God.”		
3:4	Nicodemus:	“How	can	a	man	be	born	when	he	is	old	already?	Can	he	his	
mother’s	womb	enter	a	second	time	and	be	again	born?	(A	“do	over”	of	#1?)	
3:5	Jesus:	“Truly,	truly,	I	say	to	you	(Nicodemus),	unless	one	is	born	of	water	
(#1)	and	the	Spirit	(#2,	again	or	from	above)	he	cannot	enter	into	the	
kingdom	of	God.
