Suffers Agony
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2 Thess 2:3  Let no one deceive you in any way. For that 
day will not come, unless the REBELLION (ἡ ἀποστασία; 
“hē apostoSÍa” THE Apostasy;) comes first (he “fools” 
them), and the man of lawlessness is revealed (the “mask” 
is removed), the son of destruction 4  so that he takes his 
seat in the temple of God, proclaiming himself to be God.



1 Jn 2:18  Children, it is the last hour, and as you have 
heard that Antichrist is coming, so now MANY antichrists 
have come. Therefore we know that it is the last hour.

2 Jn 1:7  For MANY deceivers have gone out into the world, 
those who do not confess the coming of Jesus Christ in the 
flesh. Such a one is THE deceiver and THE Antichrist.



Luke 21:24  They will fall by the edge of the sword  
and be led captive among all nations,  

and Jerusalem will be trampled underfoot by the Gentiles,  
until the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled.



2 Th 2:3 …and the man of lawlessness is REVEALED  
(ἀποκάλυψις apokÁLupsis “Apocalypse”)  

… so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, 
proclaiming himself to be God

because they refused to love the truth and so be saved. 
   Therefore God sends them a strong delusion, so that they 
may believe what is false…

The SON REVEALED

Dan 7:13-14  “… with the clouds of heaven there came one 
like a Son of Man, and he came to the Ancient of Days and 
was presented before him. And to him was given dominion 
and glory and a kingdom … which shall not pass away, and 
his kingdom is one that shall not be destroyed.

Matt 24:3 …“Tell us, when will these things be, and what will 
be the SIGN of YOUR coming and [what will be the sign] of 
the end of the age?”
